Minutes of January, 2000 PPERRIA Meeting — Dan Patenaude

1. The 1/24/2000 Prospect Park East River Road | mprovement Association Inc.(PPERRIA) Board of

Directors/M embership/Neighborhood (B/M/N) meeting was called to order by Steve Cross, President, at 7 PM at the
Prospect Park United Methodist Church (PPUMC). A quorum of the Board of Directors (BOD) was present. Motion made,
seconded and passed without noes: "To move item 4 of the proposed agendato after Item 7." Motion made, seconded and
passed without noes: "To accept the agenda, as amended, that was available at this meeting."

2. Nicole Magnam and Officer Jabra Kawas, Minneapolis Police SE Community Community Crime Prevention/Safety for
Everyone team, reported that two individuals were convicted of burglaries that included ones in Community Community
Crime Prevention/Safety for Everyone team, reported that two individuals were convicted of burglaries that included onesin
this neighborhood. There have been a number of unattended car thefts due to the cars left running. Last week Tower Grocery
was robbed and there have been orange-colored notices of a crime alert posted throughout the neighborhood.

3. Motion made, seconded and passed without noes: "To accept, with a committee name correction, the minutes of the
11/22/99 PPERRIA B/M/N mesting as published in the 1/2000 PPERRIA Newsdletter."

4. Steve Cross reminded all that the current considerations to change PPERRIA's by-laws result from recent indications that
there is unclearness in the current by-laws, especially regarding that a vote on a specify issue represents whom: the
neighborhood? PPERRIA's membership? or PPERRIA's Board of Directors?' Thisissue was brought up when the by-laws
were last revised due to PPERRIA becoming a 501c¢3 organization. At that time, the ambiguity caused no problems. There
existed organizations for neighborhood businesses. There were also regular meetings of residential, business, and
educational organizationsin the

southeast area: organized by the Southeast Minneapolis Planning and Coordination Committee (SEMPAC). This group no
longer meets. The proposed schedule to discussthisissueis:

1/24/2000 PPERRIA B/M/N meeting. Presented are written recommendations by the Executive Committee.

2/7/2000 PPERRIA Specia Board of Directors meeting. To consider the latest draft of the revision of the by-lawsrevision
possibilities and to result in the latest draft of the PPERRIA By-laws.

2/14/2000 PPERRIA Executive Committee. Consider the latest draft the proposed revision of the PPERRIA By-laws.
2/28/2000 PPERRIA B/M/N meeting. Consider the latest draft of the proposed revision of the PPERRIA By-laws.

4/24/2000 PPERRIA B/M/N Annual meeting. Approval of arevision of the PPERRIA By-laws.

The following is asummary of the presentation by Florence Littman and Harrison Nelson of their survey of 33 Minneapolis
neighborhood organizations similar to PPERRIA, the summary includes comments and concerns made at this meeting:
There are atotal of 81 Minneapolis neighborhoods. Most of the organi zations contacted @) have neighborhood business as
members, b)are at best governed by a small-in-number Board of Directors, c) few if any have as large a consistent turnout
for meetings as PPERRIA, and d) few if any are active participantsin city zoning issues that affect their neighborhood.
Florence and Harrison agree on the facts and issues and agree on all but one of the recommendations.

Issue One: the high level of participation by the membership/neighborhood. Recommendation: continue the current meeting
format: a concurrent PPERRIA Board of Directors, PPERRIA Membership, and neighborhood. Organization history memory
finds very few differences of opinion among the three groups. The high level of participation, evenwith the current limit to
membership to residents seems to be working. There should be identified other means to allow the representation of
neighborhood non-residents.

Issue Two: "Whose vote represents PPERRIA?" Recommendation: that the PPERRIA Board of Directors vote on an issue
represents PPERRIA's position on that issue. This follows state statute regarding 501(c)3 organizations. A process needs to
be established that allows the vote of the Membership and neighborhood to be the vote of the Board of Directors unless the
Board of Directors asks for a separate Board of Directors vote, and the Board of Directors must explain why thisis asked.
There was a comment from a PPERRIA member that the revision of the PPERRIA By-laws was not necessary and that this




exercise was for the Executive Committee to control and limit an issue to themselves. Other PPERRIA members indicated
that the core question is of adirect or representative organization and of the legal representation of the neighborhood.

Issue Three: "Who can change PPERRIA By-laws?' The recommendation isto retain but rework the current by-law.
Currently 2/3 of the Board of Directors approve by-law changes but the by-laws do not address the current practice of either
BOD or member implmenting the change.

Issue Four: "Who can vote on issues before PPERRIA?" Recommended is to retain the current system where the type of
meeting determines who votes, i.e., committee, Board of Directors, Membership or neighborhood. The wording of the current
by-law needs to reflect this and to address the issue of concurrent BOD/M/N meetings.

Issue Five: "Who is a PPERRIA member?' There are two recommendations: a) Each neighborhood resident and nonresident
has two votes with alimit of two BOD memberships for nonresident stake holders. b) Each voting-age individual legal
resident has a vote. There can be up to two nonresident BOD members. This allows PPERRIA to remain aresident
organization.Comment from a PPERRIA member: if PPERRIA is a specific resident organization, there needs to be
constructed safeguards for relationships with nonresident neighbors.

5. Florence Littman, Zoning Committee co-chair, introduced Mary and Ralph Rapson and spoke of their long and fruitful
influence on the neighborhood. Ralph has been along standing member of the zoning committee and on many design review
studies. A story wastold of Mary being amember of an organization, "The 4 M's," that was required to change their name to
"FORUM," by a Minnesota corporation. This group among other things assured that the three houses on Prospect Terrace are
gtill there and the saga of the "Red Barn™ (ask a neighbor who was here in the sixties about this.) Mary and Ralph were
presented with an engraved loving cup.

6. Motion made, seconded and passed without noes: "That the PPERRIA/NRP Action Plan for loan/grants to
resident/owners in the Motley neighborhood be continued until 1/31/2001." Paul Schemer, Motley resident and PPERRIA
member, indicated that there are still individuals interested and potential properties eligible for these grants-and there are
funds available. He also reviewed his experiences in dealing with a"party house" next to where he lives.

7. Steve Cross indicated that al who would be interested in being officers, being on the Board of Directors and/or a
member of the Nomination Committee, contact him at 376-0094 or cross@isd.net He also announced that NSP has been
selected by the City of Minneapolisto install the sidewalk lighting through the neighborhood starting this spring. The bid of
NSP is below the estimated

cost, for a savings on individual assessments.

Susan Larson-Fleming, Education and Human Services chair, report that this Fall 2000, at Pratt School, 38 students will
be enrolled in akindergarten class and afirst grade class for neighborhood students. The Minneapolis School Board isto add
each year one additional class.

Harrison Nelson, PPERRIA Vice President, indicated that there is to be a sale of stuff too good to be picked up during
the annual neighborhood clean up. Individuals interested working on the sale and/or to be "Head Seller” contact him at 378-
5377.

Eleanor Montgomery, Transportation Committee chair, indicated that the committee is working on reducing the speeds
on the Glendale streets and the possibility of "speed humps* on Arthur Avenue. She reminded us of the 2/5/2000 Luxton Fire
and | ce Festival and the 2/24/2000 Black History Program, also at L uxton Park.

8. Florence Littman indicated that "all is quiet at present with the Zoning Committee" and this makes her very anxious.

9. Susan Gottlieb, PPERRIA/NRP Coordinator, reviewed the PPERRIA/NRP contractor activities as published in the
January 2000 PPERRIA Newsletter. The remaining two contractors' contracts are up on 4/2000, the annual meeting date.

10/11. Motion made, seconded and passed without noes: "To table the issue of the name used for the city park at East River
Pkwy and SE Ontario.” Neil Simons, PPERRIA member, indicated that he had information that there is opposition to the
name "Slovak" and that some prefer "Slovakian.” Heisto clarify with the church that moved from the neighborhood and
Paul Scheurer will contact the Minnesota Historical Society for their opinion on the issue.

12. Motion made, seconded and passed without noes: "To adjourn.”

Motionsfor February, 2000 PPERRIA Meeting

Motion: Toreallocate $1,000 from P.A.R.C. A.1l.a. Luxton Park Council Staff (including $463.15
remaining from contract #10062) to P.A.R.C. A.1.d. Computer Classroom.

Luxton Park Council would like to invest some NRP funds in acquiring alaser printer and other computer
equipment (in addition to possibly upgrading computer equipment so that it is Internet accessible) to
supplement the computer classroom funded previously. Many children use the classroom for homework help
and need access to a printer. Original computer equipment was purchased with NRP funds several years ago
with early access money. Currently, the computer classroom strategy has no funds remaining, but there are
over $8,000 in funds remaining in the Luxton Council staff budget. There are no competing proposals for the
use of these funds, since it is an equipment/upgrade purchase. Luxton Park Council is currently investigating
costs involved to make these upgrades and will present a written report to PPERRIA in February.

Motion: To release $25,000 from Education A.l.a. to supplement Minneapolis Public School district
fundsfor all-day kindergarten, beginning school year 2000-01.

The Education and Human Services Committee proposes that $25,000 of the monies allocated for the
development of aschool at the Pratt site be used for all-day kindergarten (Section A.1.a. of NRP Plan). The
Minneapolis School District is moving towards all-day kindergarten throughout the district. The programis
being phased in. Cost to start all-day kindergarten is $64,000. This provides salary and resources for one
teacher in an all-day program. All-day kindergarten is an important resource for families and is consistently
requested. It is highly popular where it has been implemented.

Contribution of the $25,000 in NRP monies will guarantee the program at Pratt for the 2000-01 school year.
The District has said that it will pick up the full cost of this program after the first year. At this point, there are
no other competing proposals for use of this money. The money has been earmarked for starting the school
program at Pratt. There are no other vendors who can provide this service. The building is owned by the
school district. Pratt Community School will be a program of the Minneapolis Public Schools. All-day
kindergarten is not currently offered in Southeast. The committee strongly supports all-day kindergarten and
recognizes its importance for families in Prospect Park.

Motion: To release $2,600 from Education/Human Services C.1. for Southeast Seniors Sustaining
Fund.

These funds were reallocated for this objective in January, 1999. Southeast Seniors launched a Sustaining
Fund campaign in Spring, 1999. The fund was set up to ensure the long-term viability of the program. Its
purpose is to provide a source of cash to compensate for any temporary funding shortfall and to assure
continuity of serviceto clients. The campaign turned to individuals, businesses, organizations and churches
who have previously supported the program for contributions to the Sustaining Fund. PPERRIA, through the
commitment of NRP funds, demonstrated strong support for the program. Southeast Seniors did not consider
other spending options for this money, because the funds were designated for the Sustaining Fund.
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Motion for March, 2000 PPERRIA Meeting

Motion: To reallocate $3,710 from Housing B.1-2 (M otley loan program remaining funds) and $2,000
from Livability C.1. (Gateways, signs, kiosks) to P.A.R.C. B.2. (Historic landmark preservation) for
the purpose of completing the historic district feasibility study.

The Tower Hill Park Committee and the History Committe have spent the past year and a half seeking funds
for the proposed cost of an Historic District Feasibility Study for Prospect Park. To date, NRP has contributed
$14,600 with the proviso that the committee should a so tap private funding sources. The committees have
raised some funds through the sale of Tower Hill Park cards and books (on the history of the Tower) and from
private business and corporate support. The only funds needed to proceed with the study are $5,710. At
present, there are no competing proposals for the monies to be reallocated. The Motley Loan program has been
available to resident homeownersin Motley for several years and till has a strong balance for future

proposals. Funds remaining in the Gateways, signs, kiosks strategy (Livability C.1.) have not been tapped and
there are no current proposals either from goals set during the 2020 Planning process or within committees.

The committees chose Hess-Roise for doing the study because this company has an impeccable national
reputation for quality in research with virtually no cases in which properties they have documented were denied
in an application for listing in the National Register of Historic Places, Landmarks or Districts. Hess-Roise is
also familiar with our area because they did the research to place Tower Hill Park and the Tower Hill water
tower in the National Register. They were also commissioned by MNDOT to study properties on Washington
Ave near the U of M and on the West Bank to determine if any qualified historic buildings would be
negatively affected if alight-rail transit line were to be built in those areas.

Nominations Committee Appointed - Steve Cross

As stated in the last issue of this newsletter, a Nominations Committee has been appointed. The committee
will develop a date of people it recommends to the membership to be elected to the Board of Directors, to be
chairs of committees for the 2000-2001 year, and the officers of the organization. If you are interested in
serving, including those who are presently serving and wish to continue, please let a member of the committee
know.

Executive Committee Acts on Grievances - Steve Cross

Members recently filed two new grievances. Mike Atherton's grievance related to the Board/Members/
Neighborhood meeting of October 25, 1999. He claimed that proper order was not maintained at the meeting
that resulted in the members heckling him as he made a presentation. The Executive Committee adopted a
motion denying the grievance on the basis that it was beyond the scope of the grievance procedure. Atherton
then gave notice that he wanted to have mediation on the issue as provided by the grievance procedure. The
President responded that since the grievance was beyond the scope of the grievance procedure that included the
provisions of that grievance procedure relating to mediation. There would be no mediation. Atherton then
stated he would appeal to the NRP. The President said that he could always go to the NRP about anything.



Steve Ficker aso filed anew grievance. It related to an allegation that the Executive Committee improperly
decided his second and fourth grievances. The Executive Committee summarily denied the new grievance
because dl it did was re-open the old grievances again. The proper procedure was for him to appeal the
decisions to the NRP rather than compound matters by filing grievances about grievances. The committee
also felt that six grievances, including to compound grievances, was an abuse of the grievance procedure and
harassment of PPERRIA's members, staff, and officers.

Any members wanting more information about the grievances and the disposition of each iswelcomed to talk
to any member of the Executive Committee.
